MAJOR FEEDER HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATE FOLLOW-UP

FALL 2007

The Major Feeder High School Survey results for fall 2007 indicated that 3,368 students
graduated from the 18 high schools in the MGCCC District in 2007. This represents an
increase of 54 high school graduates (1.6%) compared with 2006.

The largest number (1,573) of high school graduates in 2007 was in Harrison County.
This represents an increase of 30 graduates (1.9%) compared with last year. The
second largest number (1,481) graduated from high schools in Jackson County; this

represents an increase of 12 graduates (0.8%) above last year. The number of

graduates in George County decreased by one (0.5%), while the number of graduates
in Stone County increased by 13 (11.3%). Table 1 provides a ten-year summary of the

number of high school graduates by county.

Table 2 shows the percent of graduates of each district high school that attended
MGCCC in the fall or summer following graduation for each of the past five years. Of
the 3,368 graduates this year, 1,524 (45%) enrolled at MGCCC. This represents a one
percent increase when compared with last year.

Among the 18 high schools, the highest percentage of high school graduates that
enrolled at MGCCC in fall 2007 was from Vancleave High School (59%). MGCCC
enrolled more than 50% of the graduates of East Central High School (53%), Stone
High School (52%), St. Martin High School (51%). Other fhigh market shareoschools

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enrolled 60% of college-bound high school graduates in its district.
